What does this mean for the Redfern community?

Pending final planning approval, we anticipate over 300 new homes will be developed on the site.
The housing mix is expected to include:

e 100 social homes owned by the NSW Land and Housing Corporation

e 40 affordable homes for very low to moderate income tenants owned by Bridge Housing
e 80 affordable homes for key workers

e 11 specialist disability homes, and

e 100 market homes.

The site also includes 3,500sqgm of community space as a hub for local services, potentially including
the PCYC subject to funding, and Bridge Housing’s new head office with community meeting space.
